Wildcare members attend short training courses to let them rescue and care for animals.  There is a job for everyone in terms of rescuing and looking after wildlife – including reptiles, mammals and birds.  There is also a need for some people to be able to euthenase animals that are too injured to recover.  One of the most important jobs is to be rostered to man the telephone as part of the 24/7 service offered.

Yass has a large variety of native mammals, reptiles, amphibians, birds and bats in the area and there is a great need for new recruits.  You can do as much or as little as you like.  Families with youngsters may be interested in the youth Wallabat program.
